There had been no response from national dealerships, the BMF was experiencing difficulties scheduling their next event, without BMW and Triumph, and Japanese firms were experiencing troubles with spares and deliveries after the tsunami and earthquake.
We cannot proceed with this event without a solid backing from dealerships to cover our costs.  There is no appetite to run an event in the name of Macmillan which could lose money and damage the reputation of both Macmillan and Bikers4Macmillan.
We need to repay people who have paid by PayPal within 60 days.
